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In September, scientists reported a new study
demonstrating that the power of prayer really did help to
heal. Dr Peter Fenwick said that his research showed
that heart disease patients are ‘significantly helped’ when
prayers are said on their behalf, even though they were
unaware that they were being prayed for.

A research project at the San Francisco General
Hospital in the USA followed the progress of 393 cardiac
patients who agreed to take part but did not know
whether they were to be prayed for.

Half the patients were prayed for by a group of strangers
who only knew the names of the patients. Those who
were prayed for had fewer complications, less
pneumonia and needed fewer drugs. They also
